Thank you for your interest in volunteering at Faerieworlds. As a 
volunteer, you represent the Festival to our valued guests and 
vendors: we require that you present yourself to and interact with our 
guests with a friendly, positive and welcoming attitude: an encounter 
with you may be one of our guests most memorable experiences. 
 
The safety and security of our guests is of the utmost importance to 
us. Please keep in mind that Faerieworlds is a family show and that 
there are many small children throughout the site. As a volunteer, 
your job is to serve, support and facilitate our staff, guests and 
vendors as well as to avoid and defuse and conflicts that may arise. 
We appreciate your service to Faerieworlds and your contribution to 
making this a great weekend for everyone. 
 
By applying online to be a Faerieworlds Volunteers  
you agree to the following: 
 
- You must be 18 years or older to volunteer 
 
- Volunteers are required to sign a liability waiver upon arrival.  
 
- Drinking alcohol and using drugs during shift hours is prohibited and 
grouds for dismissal. 
 
- Volunteers must arrive for their shift clear and present in mind and 
body. If our Coordinator feels you have consumed alcohol or drugs 
and may be a danger to yourself or our guests, you will be dismissed. 
The decision of the coordinator is final.  
 
- No children may work with you during shift hours. 
 
- No pets are allowed on site (except for disability animals). 
 
- No glass receptacles are allowed on site. 

 
Release Agreement:

What you get for volunteering at Faerieworlds 
 
To earn a free three-day Weekend Pass, eight hours of volunteer 
work consisting of two, four hour shifts is required. You may also 
choose one all day, eight hour shift which includes a thirty minute 
lunch break. Event set up and break down shifts are five hours each 
for a total of ten hours for both shifts. Your co-ordinator will contact 
you to confirm exact shift times in advance. 
 
Volunteers receive free parking for each day of your service.  
Please check in with the Parking Coordinator upon arrival and give 
them your full name and provide a valid ID.  
 
Camping is NOT included with a volunteer weekend pass. 
 
Meals are not provided to volunteers so please take advantage of our 
food court and our many amazing vendors. 
 
Please bring refillable plastic water bottles; drinking water is available 
on site. 
 
Hours and Check In 
Hours of the Festival are: 
 
Friday: 2:00-Midnight   Good Faeries Theme 
Saturday Noon-Midnight   Bad Faeries Theme 
Sunday Noon- to 9 PM   Family Day 
 
Once you arrive, please go to the Volunteer Check In at the Entrance 
Gate and speak with Volunteer Coordinator Michael Gourley or one 
of his staff. They will assist you with credentials and shift times. 
 
 



IMPORTANT - Prior to check in, please make sure that we have your 
current contact information, including your home and cell numbers.  
 
Camping 
This year we are offering a limited number of campers onsite. If you 
want to camp at Faerieworlds, there is a fee of $60.00 per volunteer, 
discounted from the $120.00 per person for guests. Camping passes 
are selling quickly and will sell out.  If you wish to purchase camping 
passes, please contact the Volunteer Coordinator for payment, site 
reservations and more information.
